Re NEMSA transfer to 2010 RCA curriculum

Apologies if you receive this info more than once but I felt it was important to both email and post on the website and the network. Most of you will by now be aware that the 2010 RCA curriculum was approved at the beginning of the year by the now defunct PMETB (merged into GMC a few weeks ago). 

NEMSA board has decided that we will adopt the new curriculum from August this year. Implications for different stages of training are found in the attached flyer from the RCA, but basically

all new trainees will obviously use it.

all CT2-ST5s will TRANSFER to it (all training to date, INCLUDING IRISH exams already completed will be accepted)

people entering ST6-7s this August  will continue to use the 2007 curriculum


The Irish examinations passed after August this year will NOT make you eligible for a CCT, though they will be accepted towards the accelerated CESR.
