Library, Books and the Internet

Get a ticket from the Greenfield Library at QMC or the City Library.

The librarians do “using the library” sessions, which I would recommend.

Ask about useful websites. In particular you should apply for an “Athens” username and i.d., which will allow you enhanced access to electronic journals and Medline over the web. There is useful info available from doctors.net.uk and frca.co.uk for starters

The library has multi user licenses for many paper journals with electronic versions (Lancet BMJ NEJM etc). As a library user you can ask for the Greenfield library passwords for these.

The library allows access through its own site to a large number of electronic journals

Suggested Book list for Anaesthetic ST1-2s

Each title has a short comment on its applicability. Note there are often several alternatives.

Also remember there are many web resources now, starting with the Royal College (www.rcoa.ac.uk) and the Association www.aagbi.org.uk which lists its own publications and has numerous guidelines on the site.

Regarding the Primary, don’t forget to read the syllabus, which is published as part of “The CCST in Anaesthesia Vol.2 Competency Based SHO Training and Assessment. A manual for trainees and trainers”.  You should receive a copy on registration with the College and it is accessible on the website. Also the “Guide to the Primary FRCA” by Paul Cartwright (Chairman of Examiners and Consultant Anaesthetist in Derby). This is available from the College, Price £20.00

In general we would recommend:

1. a broad introductory text (e.g. Pinnock, Aitkenhead)

2. a general physiology text

3. monographs on respiratory/cardiovascular physiology

4. anaesthetic pharmacology text

5. one or more for physics and equipment (no satisfactory one exists)

6. anatomy

7. “Guide to the Primary FRCA” and MCQ books published by the Royal College
